SATURDAY 26 MAJ 2012  
We start with breakfast at 08.00, which is served in our breakfast room.  
After a hearty breakfast, we go down to the firing line for the review of different types of ignition 
systems for pyrotechnics. During Saturday morning, we focused on different types of ricochet effects 
of soil and wood.

Between 12 and 13 o'clock we have lunch at Majkens and then back to the firing of the active-service 
exercises.  
 
Saturday afternoon was devoted to heavier pyrotechnics and we will make use of powerful flashlight 
charges for explosions of land and underwater.  
We also shoot with pyrotechnic ejection and heavy percussion caps in the ground during firing 
sequence for the simulation of attack by the gun.  
Major and minor short-circuit effects are also on the schedule.  
In the afternoon, it is you that participants who manages and connects with the plays and the practical 
elements we see as very important to you as a participant must have a knowledge of safe handling.

Saturday afternoon will be pretty tough and we do something break for coffee and bread in the terrain 
but will continue with practical exercises on body hit effects and also completely new element is our 
construction blasting by means of detonating cord. We will together build a small shed to be blown to 
bits in the best movie-style effects. Our major petrol firing, we also keep up with and at the closing 
exercises on Saturday, we usually try to design the shooting after a synopsis so the whole thing may 
look like an action sequence, something that obviously we're shooting. There are also opportunities for 
students to influence the action of the film sequence to be implemented. The company provides 
military clothing and tommy gun for blanks and other necessary storage facilities.

UNIQUE EXERCISE ITEMS BUILDING BLASTING  
 
Now for the second year of our basic course is that we are on a larger scale than before handling 
detonators and detonating cords. We teach our students how to establish a blasting plan and what the 
safety board regulations require. Several students the last few years, after having undergone our 
training course given permission to the handling of detonators and detonating cord from the Authority.

Since we do with our examination namely a greater access of pyrotechnic stage effects, and we defer 
to the music.
